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STANDARD  STATEMENT

1. The minimum level of compliance for accessibility is Level AA compliance with Web Content Accessibility Guidelines  (WCAG) 2.0 [1], including the guidelines associated with these principles:
1.1. Perceivable [2]: Information and user interface components must be presentable to users in ways they can perceive.
1.2. Operable [3]: User interface components and navigation must be operable.
1.3. Understandable [4]: Information and the operation of user interface must be understandable.
1.4. Robust [5]: Content must be robust enough that it can be interpreted reliably by a wide variety of user agents, including assistive technologies.
2. WCAG 2.0 provides success criteria for measuring web accessibility and also provides principles and useful metrics for products and services that are not specifically web-based.
